Tribal STD/HIV Advocacy Kit 

The STD/HIV Advocacy Kit was developed by the Red Talon STD/HIV Coalition and is designed to help tribal health advocates educate their fellow decision makers about the impact of sexually transmitted diseases on tribal health, and the importance of comprehensive STD and HIV prevention activities.

The Kit includes information about AI/AN STD rates, the social and economic impact of STDs on tribal communities, and steps that can be taken by tribal councils to improve school-based, clinic-based, and community-based prevention efforts. 

To support dissemination and tribal outreach, the Kit is compiled in a folder that can be distributed to tribal council members, school administrators, clinicians, and others who have an impact on community health. A PowerPoint presentation is also available to help you share the Kit during group presentations.

Committee Meetings
Testing and Treatment Committee: This committee mainly focused on the logistical elements needed to successfully implement a school-based chlamydia screening program. The group discussed integrating screening into school sports physicals, and the traditional “Philadelphia Model.”

Outside the school setting, the group discussed the possibility of adding screening into a youth Basketball Tournament, a youth dance, or during a community gathering (ie. community dinner). 

The group also discussed the availability of free test kits through Gen Prob, and access to State Public Health Labs to process specimens.
Prevention Committee: This committee discussed plans to celebrate National Native HIV/AIDS Awareness Day on March 20th , including community dinners, outside speakers, and training events.
Community Awareness Committee: This committee mainly focused on material resources needed to successfully implement the school-based Chlamydia screening program.  The following are ideas from the group:

1. The students vote on the slogan(s) from the list or develop their own

2. StoptheSilence.org should be on every shirt

3. T-Shirts used as incentives and only given AFTER participating in the screening process

4. Implement an art contest before the t-shirts are made for students to draw a logo to be on the shirts.  Have students vote for their favorite logo.  Artist name on shirts will acknowledge their efforts.

5. Education (maybe peer-ed) is needed before the screening events take place to help garner support and buy-in from the students, as well as debunk rumors of drug testing, etc.

6. Produce fliers to be posted around school about why to get screened.  Fliers should be simple, catchy, and culturally relevant.  
7. Buttons may also be an easy, catchy way of marketing.  Simple slogans such as: Gettin’ Laid? Get Tested!  or  “Protect Our Blood, Know Your Status.”

8. Make other information available such as Treatment Resources.

9. Develop a small Advocacy Kit to be used for: Parents, Principals, Teachers, School Board Members, Superintendents, Tribal Council members, etc. Kit will contain easily-accessible information such as: rates of Chlamydia infection among Native populations, info on the screening process, info on the cure (antibiotic txt), reasons for screening, who should be screened, how often to screen, effects of untreated Chlamydia, etc.

10. Hook screening and education on certain events and holidays such as: Valentine’s Day, sporting events, tribal community events, etc.

11. Evaluation aspect needed.  See following ideas:

· Pre-Survey: Perhaps have students complete a small survey before education/screening event on general STD knowledge, attitudes about screening, stigmas associated with STD infections, sexual practices, reasons for using or not using condoms, health effects of STD infections, etc.   

· Post-Survey: As students wait in line to be screened (urine sample) have them fill-out same survey and look for increase in knowledge, change in attitude regarding stigma and screening practices, reduction in barrier identification, etc.  Also leave room for open-ended questions for qualitative info on experience with the screening process and projection of future sexual practices such as condom use and more frequent screening. 

In addition to talking about the school screenings, we also looked at the Teen Zines that will be distributed soon.  Everyone seemed to like them and had no suggestions for the Teacher’s Guide.  

The committee meeting ended by reporting the ideas and suggestions to the larger coalition group.
