The first meeting of the Red Talon STD/HIV Coalition.

Participants: Cathy Armstrong of Coeur d' Alene, Tracy Mowan of Confederated Tribes of Umatilla, Joyce Oberly and Anita Davis of Confederated Tribes of Warms Springs, LeRoy Seth of Nez Perce Tribe, Pam Morton of Quinault Nation, Lisa Shipman of Shoalwalter Bay Tribe, Kathy Charles of Lummi Nation, Jutta Riediger and Michael Maxwell from South Puget Intertribal Planning Agency (SPIPA), Pam Young from NARA NW of Portland, Amy Radford and Anne Meegan from the Seattle STD/HIV Prevention Training Center in Seattle, Joe Law of Portland Area IHS, Mark Aubin of the Washington State Department of Health, Barbara Hoffman of Squamish Tribe, Raylene McCloud of Nisqually Health Clinic, Stephanie Craig - Project Manger of Project Red Talon, Lisa Griggs - Project Assistant to Project Red Talon (Northwest Portland Area Indian Health Board).



Participant Reports:

Michael Maxwell – SPIPA – HIV/AIDS Training Coordinator.
Leroy Seth – Patient Advocate, Nez Perce – Tribe provides STD education activities through their “Students for Success “ Program. STD case rates for all races were generated for the 5-county region in Idaho. Most of the reported cases were Chlamydia (n=247), followed by a few gonorrhea cases (n=7), and one HIV case. Brought up the subject of colored bracelets that the youth might be wearing or participating in sex games.  (See Attachment)

Anita Davis and Joyce Oberly – Warm Springs – Tribe provides educational activities to youth and other community members, but would like to see a more cohesive plan emerge to address STDs that would bring people together from the clinic, jail, school… etc.

Kathy Charles – Lummi – Tribe conducted a very comprehensive HIV education program with local teens about 7 years ago – felt like the market was saturated with HIV information, but an STD booster is probably now needed.

Anna – Student and Intern with Lummi - Western Washington University

Mark Aubin – Washington State Department of Health STD Program – Provided AI/AN STD rates for Washington State.

Pam Morton – Nurse Practitioner at Quinault Nation – Interested in Women’s Health initiatives, and would like an update on new STD screening methods in the clinic setting. Coordinated Condom Week activities, and pregnancy prevention evening classes for teens (using an empathy belly).

Anne Meegan and Amy Radford – Seattle STD/HIV Prevention Training Center – Discussed training resources available through the center.

Cathy Armstrong – Coeur d’Alene Tribe – Provides all STD follow-up for patients seen at the clinic. STD screenings are conducted during annual sports physicals for student athletes. Coordinated Condom Week activities.

Tracy Mowan– Yellow Hawk Clinic, Umatilla – Receives Tribal data regarding STDs and works with Community Health Representatives (CHRs) to provide STD outreach. The Clinic provides HIV testing and patient follow-up, and works with all Ob patients.

Pam Young – NARA – Organization provides STD testing and education to in-patient and outpatient clientele.

Jutta Riediger – SPIPA – Coordinates the Tribal BEAR Project and the SPNS project.

Lisa Shipman – Shoalwater Bay Tribe - Coordinates HIV positive speakers to provide community outreach and education.

Raylene McCloud – Nisqually Health Clinic – Coordinates outreach activities, including button blankets.

Barbara Hoffman – Suquamish Tribe – Distributes condoms, interested in developing other activities.

Joe Law – Portland Area Indian Health Service – Available to support community health education and prevention initiatives.

Sue Hynes – Lower Elwha (not Present) - Tribe provides STD education to the Chemical Dep. Program every 4 months and trains participants in the Summer Youth Work Program. Tribe has very low pap screening rates for 15-19 yr olds (2%) and 16-24 yr olds (17%). 25-44 yr olds have 86% pap screening rate (doesn’t know if STD screening is happening concurrently) - How are the other Tribes targeting teens for STD screening, if not in the clinic?

· Group suggested outreach during youth leadership workshops (as done in Warm Springs), STD screening in conjunction with school sports physicals (as done in Coeur d’Alene), school-based screening, screening youth that are in detention or pass through the tribal court system, teen pregnancy prevention classes with use of an empathy belly (as done in Quinault).

Stephanie Craig made announcement about Project Red Talon Survey.

In an effort to better understand the types of STD/HIV services available to northwest tribal members, Project Red Talon will conduct a survey among public health personnel and health care providers.  The survey is designed to identify current STD and HIV/AIDS prevention and education activities, assess community access to testing and treatment services, and document prevention priorities and current needs.

Funding opportunities: 

1. Maternal, Infant, and Reproductive Health:  National and State Coalition Capacity Building – CDC funding for $150,000. Project Red Talon will apply for these funds on behalf of the Coalition. Please return a Letter of Support if you are in support of this activity. A Letter Template will be E-mailed to each participant along with the Coalition Contact list.

2. National Library of Medicine Media Grant – $50,000 – Project Red Talon will apply for these funds, seeking to develop a culturally appropriate Native STD Media Campaign. A Letter of Support request will be forthcoming.
