Day 1 – Coalition Meeting
Review of the STD Tribal Action Plan  
We are on schedule for completing all tasks for this quarter.
Coalition Workgroups
1. Media Campaign Workgroup

· Media messages for teens needs to keep it real, not “sugar coat” the truth.

· The website is a good idea for teens.

· The ‘zine idea is interesting, make it more polished than ½ sheet examples, maybe a hip hop theme to engage teens. The full page ‘zines were interesting, but should be used only for pre-teen group (i.e. 10-12 years old). Most felt that the idea of a ‘zine would work better if they had less information; one idea was to create a “subscription” system so that teens got a monthly issue with a new topic so they weren’t overwhelmed/bored/etc.

· The idea of a dvd or psa’s by native youth, featuring native youth was well received by committee members.  They felt it would be best to create something that could be played in clinics vs. local television, as many reservations do not have television stations. Again, the idea of a hip hop influence, with care not to lose a native identity.

· Giveaways were viewed favorably.  Some ideas of types of merchandise include condom holder keychains, waterbottles, small make-up bags, hats, armbands, bracelets, temporary tattoos.  The group didn’t view magnets or t-shirts as favorably.  For shirts, it is just too difficult to determine what sizes will be taken, and magnets are good for grandparents/parents, not teens.

· The top four priority products for youth were determined to be:

1. website

2. dvd with native kids

3. giveaway items

4. ‘zine 

· For parent education, don’t use internet, keep in mind reading level, language skills. Target extended family, not parents (i.e. aunties, uncles, grandmas, etc.)

· Protective Medicine brochure is very nice, might not relate to all tribes. For example, not all tribes use medicine bags, or the specific herbs presented. 

Advocacy Kit Notes

· A question regarding school based prevention- there was a question as to where the numbers come from, if it’s referencing national numbers.

· When discussing mislabeling of AI/AN, should there be a statement describing that the number affected is actually higher.

· The group appreciated the specific actions that the tribal council could follow- felt this is where the emphasis should be.

· On slide at end that says “educate, motivate” etc. there was a concern that the council may look at that and say that is the job of the health workers, not the council. 

2. Clinic Policy Workgroup  

· Group reviewed the Tribal STD Policy Checklist compiled by Stephanie and agreed to circulate the document to local clinic staff for discussion and feedback.

· Group discussed possible revisions, and the need to modify clinician “Risk Assessment” questions for native populations to include things like… participation in sun dances, tattoos, etc.
· Different members of the group have access to policies currently being used in tribal clinics. The group will try to assemble some of these policies to support distribution among communities without policies.

3. Prevention and Intervention Workgroup  

· Group reviewed the “There’s No Place Like Home… For Sex Education” curriculum.
