The survey collection period is over, and all materials have been sent to the evaluator for data analysis.

Women’s Reproductive Health Parties – The Women’s “Safer Snaggin” Peer Education Training took place April 26th & 27th at the NPAIHB, and was let by Colette Lawrence of the Indigenous Peoples Task Force. This training is designed to equip women and teens to host “safer sex parties” for their friends and family. It is a fun, interactive training. Participants learn new skills and take home ready-to-use resources and ideas! All trained Peer Educators receive a stipend for their efforts, and party attendees receive a small gift for their time.
