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The  Northwest Tribal Health Research Center is a collaboration between the Northwest Portland Area Indian Health Board (NPAIHB) and Oregon Health and Science University (OHSU) to increase the number of American Indian and Alaska Native professionals working in biomedical and health research and to benefit the tribal communities of the Pacific Northwest.

We offer three types of training and fellowship opportunities in biomedical and health research to American Indian and Alaska Native early career professionals:

Health Related Research Fellowships: 

For pre or postdoctoral students in the health sciences and/or public health research (e.g., MPH, PhD, MD, other programs)

· Annual Stipends:  $28,000 - $36,000

· Support for research activities, attending conferences, etc.

· Training program tailored to individual needs

· Mentorship provided

Health Related Research Scholarship

For pre or postdoctoral students in the health sciences and/or public health research (e.g., MPH, PhD, MD, other programs)

· Partial support of research and education-related expenses

· May include tuition, books, supplies, travel to conferences, research support

· May include support to attend the OHSU Summer Research Training Institute for American Indian and Alaska Native Professionals in Portland, Oregon
Summer Internship in Health Related Research

For students of health related topics at any stage of their careers

· Two months paid employment to research a health related topic of your choice in any Native community

· Support to attend the OHSU Summer Research Training Institute for American Indian and Alaska Native Professionals in Portland, Oregon.

Deadline:  March 1 of each year (for Summer Internship); applications for Fellowship and Scholarship may be submitted at any time.
