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The New Investigator Award is awarded each year and will be given by the NRN to recognize a new Native Investigator who is demonstrating exemplary and innovative work in research in Indian Country.  A “New Investigator” is not necessarily tied to the completion of an academic degree program but is intended to include investigators that have been new to the research field within the last seven years.
