The Project Manager will work directly with the Executive Director of the National Indian Health Board to manage the Tribal Public Health Accreditation (TPHA) Project, which promotes the health status of American Indians and Alaska Natives through improved public health standards within Indian Country. Serving as the TPHA point of contact, the Project Manager will be responsible for promoting voluntary public health accreditation within Indian Country and assisting strategy development to improve the public health capacity of Tribal health departments. The Project Manager will assist the Executive Director to convene and collaborate with a strategic planning team of native and non-native public health advisors and opinion leaders. The Project Manager will conduct formative research activities on the issue of public health accreditation for American Indian and Alaska Native tribes. Representing NIHB, the Project Manger will engage the AI/AN public by reporting research findings at national conferences and developing a strategic plan report for the promotion of public health accreditation with Indian Country. The Project Manager will also be responsible for developing TPHA workplans and implementation schedules to achieve project deliverables, and prepare all program and financial reporting for the TPHA grant.
