Support for Application of Smoking Cessation for 
Patients with Diabetes
WHEREAS, the Northwest Portland Area Indian Health Board (NPAIHB) is a tribal organization under P.L. 93-638 that represents forty-three Federally-recognized Indian tribes in Oregon, Washington and Idaho and is dedicated to assisting and promoting the health needs and concerns of Indian people in the Northwest; and

WHEREAS, the Northwest Portland Area Indian Health Board is dedicated to assisting and promoting the health needs and concerns of Indian people; and 

WHEREAS, the primary goal of the Northwest Portland Area Indian Health Board is to improve the health and quality of life of its member tribes; and 

WHEREAS, 33% of patients with diabetes in the Northwest are current smokers; and

WHEREAS,  smoking accounts for a major part of the heart disease seen in the diabetic patients, worsens control of glucose, and strongly predisposes you to heart attack, eye disease, nerve disease, kidney disease, and more; and
WHEREAS, the combination of smoking and diabetes should be thought of as a malignant disease because of the years it will take off your life; and
WHEREAS, the NPAIHB and Oregon Research Institute (ORI) had a successful collaborative effort with the Tribal Tobacco Policy Project
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Western Tribal Diabetes Project will collaborate with Oregon Research Institute to develop a grant application for a smoking cessation project targeted at patients with diabetes.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Northwest Portland Area Indian Health Board supports the Western Tribal Diabetes Program application for NCI RO1 funding, or other applicable grant sources.
