Resolution to Appoint Health Research Advisory Council Member 
WHEREAS, the Northwest Portland Area Indian Health Board (NPAIHB), a tribal organization under P.L. 93-638 that represents forty-three Federally-recognized Indian tribes in Idaho, Oregon, and Washington; and 

WHEREAS, the NPAIHB is dedicated to assisting and promoting the health needs and concerns of Indian people; and

WHEREAS, the primary goal of the NPAIHB is to improve the health and quality of life of its member tribes; and

WHEREAS, in furtherance of this goal in 1977, NPAIHB established the Northwest Tribal Epidemiology Center (EpiCenter) in an effort to improve the quality of American Indian and Alaska Native (AI/AN) epidemiology data; and
WHEREAS, the Health Research Advisory Council (HRAC) of the Department of Health and Human Services is seeking Tribal input and has requested representation from the Northwest Portland Area; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Steven Kutz is a recognized Tribal Health Director and expressed an interest in research integrity and quality; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Steven Kutz has agreed to represent the interests of the member Tribes of Portland Area Tribes on the HRAC; and 

WHEREAS, Ms. Stella Washines is a recognized Tribal leader on health care issues and has agreed to serve as the Portland Area alternate on the HRAC. 

Now therefore be it resolved, that the NPAIHB endorses and supports the appointment of Mr. Steven Kutz as the Portland Area’s primary representative on the HRAC and of Ms. Stella Washines as the Portland Area alternate on the HRAC; the HRAC representatives will serve with the assistance of the Executive Director and the Director of the Northwest Tribal Epidemiology Center.
