TRAVEL INFO 
 

Sequim, WA, is located on the Olympic Peninsula, northwest of Seattle. 
 

From Seattle: Take the Washington State Ferries’ Seattle/Bainbridge Island ferry. From 
Bainbridge Island, follow Highway 305 to Highway 3 in Poulsbo. Take Highway 3 to state 
Highway 104 crossing the Hood Canal Bridge. Continue on Highway 104 to U.S. Highway 101. 
Take Highway 101 west for 21 miles to Sequim. Take the Washington Street, Sequim Avenue 
or River Road exits to take you into Sequim.  
 

OR: 
 
Proceed directly north from Seattle on I-5 until you reach Edmonds, WA.  From there, take the 
Washington State Ferry to Kingston, WA, and drive west from there (just under 1 hour). This 
route will avoid Seattle’s inner-city traffic, and may be considerably quicker, depending on the 
time of day you arrive.  
 

From Tacoma: go west over the Tacoma Narrows Bridge on Highway 16 to Bremerton. In 
Bremerton, connect with Highway 3 to State Highway 104 crossing the Hood Canal Bridge. 
Continue on Highway 104 to U.S. Highway 101. Take Highway 101 west for 21 miles to 
Sequim. Take the Washington Street, Sequim Avenue or River Road exits to take you into 
Sequim.  
 

From Olympia: go north on U.S. Highway 101 to Sequim. Take the Washington Street, 
Sequim Avenue or River Road exits to take you into Sequim.
