DSTAC Update

Andy Joseph Jr, Delegate to the Direct Service Advisory Committee: DSTAC had a meeting in Albuquerque about 3 months ago and did a lot of work on their by-laws which were passed last week at their meeting in Minneapolis. The committee has also been working on completing the final report from last years meeting. We are going over evaluation forms in planning for the next Annual Conference which will be held at Mystic Lake Casino. However the DSTAC is having some problems in planning for their conference due to the procurement process required by HHS.

TLDC Update 

Linda Holt, Delegate to the Tribal Leaders Diabetes Committee:

The TLDC met Nov. 8th and 9th in Albuquerque there was discussion on the Diabetes Program and grants, discussion on the competitive grants the problems they’re having and how they are being addressed as well as the non-competitive grants. There was a discussion on developing a chronic disease strategic plan…we have been tasked by Dr. Grim to come up with this plan that not only includes diabetes but the chronic disease that derive from diabetes. This plan has been developed and is in draft form, it has been presented to Dr. Grim and we are just awaiting his approval on the plan. We were also tasked by Dr. Grim to develop a charter and by-laws for the committee and it should be going through Dr. Grim for approval. Tribes will need to begin lobbying for continuation of diabetes money as the current funding ends in 2008. There were additional members added to the TLDC by Dr. Grim: a representative from NCAI, NIHB, Urban Programs, TSGAC, and the DSTAC. We are hoping by adding additional members we can get more people to the meetings and be able to reach a quorum to conduct business. The Portland Area IRB has sent a letter to Kelly Acton in regards to data that was gathered by the Tribes. The IHS made assurances that the data would not be shared or used for anything other than this project.  The other thing we are concerned about from the Portland Area is the IT distribution that was made out of the diabetes money that was distributed to all the areas. In 2005 the Portland Area received 266,500 for IT support directly out of the diabetes funding, all of this money has been directed towards the Electronic Health Code, I have some concerns over this as Tribes may have other IT problems that they need support with. I feel that any allocation of this money should take place through the fund distribution workgroup. I would like some direction from the tribes on what the process will be for distributing money.

The TTAG along with the National Indian Health Board’s Medicare/Medicaid Policy Committee was successful in getting Indian specific provisions included in the Medicare Modernization Act. The Board continues to support quarterly meetings of the state and Tribal officials. This upcoming year we will have to continue to work extremely hard for the passage of the Indian Health Care Improvement Act.
