JOB SUMMARY: 
The Project Manager’s primary responsibility will be to support the goals and objectives for two NPAIHB grants, which promote outreach and utilization of: www.HealthyNativeYouth.org 
Among other tasks, this will include providing logistical coordination for all project activities, including: Monitoring grant timelines and milestones; Facilitating the AI/AN Sexual Health Workgroup; Planning regional and national HNY curriculum trainings; Contribute to formative research to improve curricula available on the site; and Leading outreach and content development for the www.HealthyNativeYouth.org website.

The Project Manager will work closely with the Project Director and other We R Native staff at the NPAIHB, as well as project partners at tribal and University sites nationwide.

The Northwest Portland Area Indian Health Board serves the 43 federally recognized tribes in Idaho, Oregon and Washington.  This project will also seek to engage a national audience of health educators and parents of American Indian and Alaska Native (AI/AN) youth.
ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS: 

1. Administrative Functions
· Monitor and implement project logic models, timelines, activities, milestones, and evaluation plans. 
· Communicate regularly with multisite research teams to ensure we are (collectively) meeting project goals and objectives.
· Facilitating the AI/AN Sexual Health Workgroup.
· Plan and facilitate formative research activities with the NW Tribes and urban partners. Participate in qualitative analyses.

· Lead outreach and content development efforts for the www.HealthyNativeYouth.org website.

· Collect and analyze project data (process and impact measures) and produce quarterly project reports.

· Develop and maintain positive relationships with tribal and urban contacts to assure participation in the project.

2. Reporting Functions

· Work with the Project Director to ensure the project remains on budget and compliant with grant Cost Principles.

· Assist the Project Director with project reporting and grant applications.

· Prepare, compile, and distribute activity and progress reports to the funder, NPAIHB, and project partners.

· Maintain project files, records, and databases.

· Monitor project expenditures.

· Submit Activity Reports online or to Project Director
3. Involvement in Meetings, Consultation, TA and Training Sessions

· Represent the interests of the project and NPAIHB at regional and national meetings and conferences.

· Prepare Healthy Native Youth training materials (including PowerPoint presentations, announcements, manuals, handouts, etc.) and present at tribal and urban site visits and at regional & national trainings.

4. Other duties

· Collaborate with other NPAIHB programs to meet related goals and objectives.
· Oversee submission of HNY project articles to NPAIHB’s Health News and Notes Quarterly Newsletter.

· Perform other duties as assigned by the Project Director.

· Research and with the approval of supervisor, attend trainings as needed to improve skills that enhance overall capabilities related to job performance.
Qualifications: 
· Bachelors degree in public health, health administration, communications, media or a related field required. Relevant Masters degree preferred.
· Two or more years of public health experience, preferably coordinating project activities.

· One or more years of experience working with tribal or other Indian organizations.

· Demonstrated knowledge, experience, or ability to oversee the dissemination of sexual health curricula.

· Demonstrated knowledge, experience, or ability to participate in multisite research activities.

· Demonstrated knowledge, experience, or ability to maintain content on the www.HealthyNativeYouth.org website.

· Demonstrated knowledge, experience, or ability to carry out process and impact evaluation activities.

· Demonstrated knowledge, experience, or ability to make professional oral presentations in settings at the national, regional, and community level, as well as in tribal settings.

· Experience preparing written reports is required.

· Proficiency with social media and text messaging is required.

· Proficiency with computer applications (specifically Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Access, and other Microsoft Office Suite programs) is required.

· Accuracy and scrupulous attention to detail is required.

· Must have the ability to complete tasks in a timely and accurate manner.

· Must have excellent interpersonal skills.
Physical Demands: 
Frequently involves sedentary work:  exerting up to 10 pounds of force and/or a negligible amount of force to lift, carry, push, pull or otherwise move objects, including the human body.

Physical Requirements: 
Constantly requires the ability to receive detailed information through oral communications, and to make fine discrimination in sound.  Constantly requires verbally expressing or exchanging ideas or important instructions accurately, loudly, or quickly.  Constantly requires working with fingers rather than the whole hand or arm.  Constantly requires repetitive movement of the wrists, hands and/or fingers.  Often requires walking or moving about to accomplish tasks.  Occasionally requires standing and/or sitting for sustained periods of time.  Occasionally requires ascending or descending stairs or ramps using feet and legs and/or hand and arms.  Occasionally requires stooping which entails the use of the lower extremities and back muscles.  Infrequently requires crouching.

Typical Environmental Conditions: 
The worker is frequently subject to inside environmental conditions which provide protection from weather conditions, but not necessarily from temperature changes, and is occasionally subject to outside environmental conditions.

Travel Requirements: 
A moderate level of travel is required.  Overnight travel outside of the area is occasionally required.
